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Section F:  INSTALLING THE CANOPY (8040, 8050 and 8060 Models)

Step one:  	 Attach all the padding (part H) and the 
A-Frame Padding (part F) to the bed 
frame (See Figs. 39 and 40). Make sure the 
seams of the top foam pads are oriented 
so the Allen Head Screws have space to 
move (See Fig. 41).

Step two: 	 Remove the mattress from the frame of 
the bed.

Step three: 	 Unfold the Canopy and place it on the 
bed frame.

	
Locate the Posey Bed Instructions Storage pocket. The 
orientation of this storage pocket must be positioned 
on the open side of the frame (See Fig. 42).

Step four: 	 Unzip the Top Rail zipper of the canopy 
(look for the large Posey Logo - See Fig. 
42).

Step five: 	 Wrap the top of the canopy over the 
Padded Frame.

Step six: 	 Fasten the Support Straps on each side of 
the Top Rail of the canopy before zipping 
(See Fig. 43).

Step seven: 	 Insert the zipper pins properly into the 
box (See Figs. 44 and 45) and close with 
the zipper.

Make sure zipper pins are properly seated (See Figs. 
44 and 45). Failure to do so will prevent the zipper 
from closing securely, which may lead to unassisted 
bed exit and patient injury.

To avoid damage to zippers or fabric, be sure to pull 
the fabric close as you fully zip each panel.

Step eight: 	 Unzip the zippers on the side pieces. 
Wrap the side piece around the Padded 
Frame Legs and close the zippers (See Fig. 
46). Repeat on all four sides.

Step nine: 	 Unzip the mattress compartment.

Step ten: 	 Place the mattress inside the mattress 
compartment (See Fig. 47). For more 
details on mattress selection, see page 12.
